Sermon Topic:

Studies in John’s Gospel IX
Jesus – the Servant of the Lord

Scripture: John 13:1-17
Jesus – the Servant of the Lord (John. 13:1-17)  
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One of the marks of a soul that is well is the ability to express gratitude. Presumptuous and ingratitude mark those who are unwell on the inside. 

The other mark is the ability to serve others willingly. Our Lord Jesus Himself is the perfect example of this as He showed the world that He came to serve and not to be served. 

In this continuing study from the gospel of John, we take a look at Jesus’ principles of servanthood.  

1. Jesus modelled servanthood by surrendering His rights and status (v. 13-14)
[image: image5.bmp]The term “servant” in Greek is doulos meaning a bond slave – one who has no rights of his own and is here only to serve. 

Though He was the Son of God and Creator of this entire universe, Jesus humbled Himself to become a servant to all of us. He goes to the extent of washing His disciples’ feet. In the Jewish days, people wore sandals and walked along dusty roads and paths. Their feet were usually dirty and normally when they enter into another people’s house, servants will usually wash their feet.

Here, Jesus, our Lord and Master, demonstrated an unusual example by lowering Himself to fulfil the role of the Servant of the Lord. (cf Isaiah 42:1). 

And that is why, in Christianity, everything is modelled for us by Jesus in four ways. 

· In order to communicate the message of servanthood to us, God Himself became a man, that is in the person of our Lord Jesus (John 1:1). 

· God seeks to show us the importance of His Word and time with Him by showing us how much Jesus Loves the Word and spends time with the Father (cf, Luke 2:46,-47; John 7:15; Mark 1:35).
· God seeks to show servanthood by becoming a servant Himself (Isaiah 42:3). He reaches out to the down-and-outs of society and as a church, DUMC does the same by investing most of our resources in this area. 

· God seeks to show the full extent of His love by serving to the point of sacrificing His life (v. 1; Mark 10:45). He came not to wear a crown but to carry a cross.
Therefore, Jesus models it for us supremely and perfectly unlike every other religious teacher or prophet. 

2. Jesus’ model becomes our example (v. 15)

Jesus told His disciples, “Do as what I have done!” 
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This is an important principle in the Kingdom of God – the way up is the way down (Mark 10:42-44)! It operates totally different from the world’s perspective.
The lower you go the greater God lifts and raises us up. Whoever wants to be at the top needs to be at the bottom to serve, and whoever wants to be the head needs to be the tail.

This is because the real test of the wellness of one’s soul is the extent to which one is willing to serve others (Luke 22:24-27).

The Kingdom of God operates like an “inverted” triangle – to serve from the bottom to the top as opposed to the world’s point of view – where everyone from the bottom needs to serve the ones at the top. 

3. The practice of servanthood brings blessings (v. 17)

As we serve others, we will be blessed. The more we serve, the more blessed we become. Four points are mentioned by Pr Daniel on the practice of servanthood.

a) Helps people to discover their dignity in creation: People are made in the image of God. As we see them through the eyes of love we will serve them, even the down and outs of society, for we are all made in the image of God. 

b) Helps people to discover their identity in Christ: All of us are important in the eyes of God. As we serve, we help others discover their identity in Christ and people get saved!

c) Helps people to experience healing for their soul:  In a world where the soul is hurt by painful experiences, people long to be set free from their past. This is where we can help serve them by helping them experience true healing from within. 

d) The greatest blessing is to see people being blessed: Serving is an awesome privilege. The greatest blessing we see as we serve others is to see their lives being touched and transformed by God. 

Serving others is rewarding. Serving gives us that tremendous joy of knowing that we have a played a significant role in lives by serving others with the love of Jesus. 

Would you want to be like Jesus? Great joy awaits those who eagerly and willingly choose to follow after the Jesus’ footsteps in serving others. 

After all, even the Master has served you. Remember the cross.

Pray that we will have the joy of seeing our service bearing good and lasting fruit for His Kingdom.
